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There are times when it can seem that the moneay fre fundraising that we do here
in the UK disappears over to Tanzania, and théses evho haven't had the chance to
get out to Mikindani itself struggle to fully appiate what is being achieved with it.
The newly launched Christmas Aid scheme has proeetly popular and we are
already starting to plan exactly where the giftstfe children and the schools will go.

This aims to help you to understand a bit bettercty where this money goes. The
scheme is going to have a really positive impacthenconditions in the schools. We
have already begun, in partnership with Trade Aitransform one of the schools, we
don’'t hang about! Our four volunteers have beesylpainting classrooms in lively
and imaginative ways in an effort to stimulate ¢hédren’s interest and make being at
school as exciting and instructive as possible.aféestill in need of money to carry out
redecoration of the classrooms. Just £35 will deteoa whole classroom.

We are going to try to buy as much as we can oliaimzania; in this way we are also

helping to support the local economy and ensurd whauy is as relevant as possible.

Once our project manager is in place one of theyr desponsibilities will be to liaise

with the local education authority and source thestrup to date and appropriate
learning material for the children. The things thati are helping to provide will make
a huge difference to the way lessons are currently It is really exciting to imagine

the transformation.

Books will bring the lessons to life for the chidét. They are so vital in opening a
whole world of learning but cost so very little. Vdee still in need of Primary and
Secondary Textbooks and English/ Swabhili Dictiogsri

The fact that Primary Children do not learn anyli&hgat school but are then expecte
to take all their lessons in it once at Secondarho8l, is a quirk of Tanzanian
education that must be addressed eventually. Inmban time we can minimise the
problem this causes by providing any means thatesidke transition a little less
daunting.

By providing a blackboard a child’s desk for exaenpbu will be giving the classroom
a feel of a proper functional classroom. This Wwélso appreciated by both the childre
and the teachers.

Learning can start at any age and some of the puopatlar gifts have been those whict
will benefit the primary age children. Gifts suchBuilding Blocks, Alphabet Books or
Picture Books encourage children to play and agtikearn. This is vital to their early
development and later learning ability. With younazing support we really are
helping to make a huge difference in all areashef thildren’s education out in
Mikindani.

We are continuing the scheme throughout the year so that people canach
gift for any special event or occasion. We have big ambitionsiéoeasing our
support to our present schools and, in time, to new schools angae
